Summative task – Genetic continuity case study
Purpose
To learn about various genetically based problems in the context of real-life-situations. Most case studies are based on real-life situations.
There are three parts to this assignment:
a. Research (3-5 sources, minimum; hand in research notes)
b. Presentation (5-10 minute presentation) with partners
c. Position paper (500-1000 words) – one per student
Materials
Access to books and Internet resources.
instructions
Each student will get together with a partner to be genetic counselors. Groups will randomly select a case study situation. Some case studies are adult situations with difficult choices to make.
You will need to diagnose the condition first, then research the technology involved in the genetic testing, and the pros and cons of the testing. A dilemma results from the use of these technologies. What do the individuals in each case study do with the information they now have? Consider the dilemma in the context of the disease or condition that the fetus has. Other things to consider are family support, age of parents, income and possible treatments. What would life be like if the child is allowed to be born? What would society be like if children with disabilities or challenges were not allowed in it?
Collect articles and information about prenatal testing or genetic testing (also called genetic screening) mainly from magazine and newspaper sources. Use the school’s e-library access for many relevant sources.
You and your partner will then make a presentation to the class, explaining your case study, your dilemma, your discussion and your solution to the problem. Presentations should be given in a creative way, through such means as a role-play, poetry, rap, song, artwork, pamphlet/brochure or cartoon (with explanation).
Following the presentation, you and your partner will each be responsible for preparing a position paper to hand in as part of your mark.
You will be marked according to the following criteria:
1. Projection and sharing between partners
2. Clear conveyance of information
3. Diagnosis and explanation of the condition
4. Explanation of options for treatment and testing
5. Exploration of ethical issues – pros and cons (consideration of income, family support, life situation and values)
6. Incorporation of original creative piece (role play, poetry rap, song, explanation of art piece, brochure, poster or cartoon)
